“Key to the Kingdom” announces the addition of another 50,000 watt
radio station.

Beginning April 20", KEY will be heard at 9:00 pm CST every Friday on KXEL —
AM radio. Located out of Waterloo, lowa, this 50,000 watt station will cover parts of 18
states in the Midwest and into 1/3 of Canada.

This is the third such powerful station to broadcast our messages on radio
throughout the United States. With this addition, all but about 10 states in the
Southeast have access to KEY during prime time evening hours. The other two are in
Roswell, New Mexico, which covers the West Coast; and one out of Wheeling, West
Virginia reaching into most of the Northeast.
